	About the Organizer
	Fujian Institute of Oceanography (FJIO), located in Xiamen – a special economic zone lying in the southeastern coast of China, is a full-funding public institution affiliated to Fujian Provincial Department of Science & Technology, as well as a non-profit comprehensive maritime research and development institution. Its scientific research building (also the administration building) covers a building area of 3,671 m2 with fine-equipped laboratories and scientific research facilities. In addition, FJIO owns “Yan Ping No.2” oceanographic research vessel with a displacement of 800 tons. In the process of offering the main service to the governmental marine management and social marine development, FJIO has accumulated rich technology and professional experience in the fields of Mariculture, Integrated Coastal Management, Marine Fisheries Management as well as Marine Economic Sustainable Development.

Since 2005 when FJIO started to undertake the China-Aid training programs sponsored by the Ministry of Commerce, PRC, FJIO has successfully organized 66 bilateral or multilateral training courses/ seminars/ workshops of China-Aid training programs which focus on the following 6 program topics –Mariculture Technology, Integrated Coastal Management, Marine Fisheries Management, Marine Management and Blue Economic Development, Marine-related Industries, and Marine New Technology. The working languages include English, Portuguese, French, Spanish and Arabic, and so far. There are 1729 ministerial or director-general level officials and technical personnel (1802 person-times, including 6 ministerial level and 18 vice-ministerial level officials), from 99 developing countries along with Portugal and 1 regional international organization (League of Arab States) of 5 continents worldwide, participating FJIO’s training programs. The above programs organized by FJIO have been all popular with the participants and received high reputation.

	Seminar Content
	Conducted by ways of lectures on designated topics, experience-teaching, communication & exchange and field visits and so on, this training course will also adopt the multimedia teaching together with case analysis and Q&A. The contents will cover the basic principles of mariculture, practical farming techniques and culture patterns with Chinese characteristics, disease prevention and control, modern aquatic product processing technology, processed aquatic product standard system & quality management system, international trade of aquatic product, building up and development prospect of aquatic product marketing system in China, etc. Meanwhile, special lectures will be host respectively for the important cultured species including grouper, golden pomfret, white shrimp, abalone, oyster, sea cucumber, algae and so on. The lecturers are scholars, experts and aquatic enterprise executives who come from universities and scientific research institutions such as: Fujian Institute of Oceanography, Xiamen University, Jimei University, Third Institute of Oceanography, SOA, Fisheries Research Institute of Fujian, Seashine Aquatic Group, etc. In order to give participants a better understanding of course content and improve participants’ perceptions of mariculture technology and practical operation skills, we will arrange a professional practice on “artificial breeding of shrimp”, for which, some relevant experts from FJIO and Fisheries Research Institute of Fujian as well as technical personnel from aquatic enterprises will offer guidance during the whole process. In order to enable participants to have a comprehensive and intuitive understanding on China’s mariculture industry and aquatic product processing industry, we will arrange a series of targeted professional practices and visits, including the tour of observation on aquatic product processing, aquatic product trade and logistics management, artificial breeding and culture technology of the major important cultured categories and the study on various culture modes, such as: marine cage culture, shellfish hanging culture, land-base industrialized culture, intensive pond culture, pond polyculture, large-scale integrated culture in reclamation areas, etc. 
Meanwhile, we will also organize participants to visit Xiamen Gulang Island, World Cultural and Natural Heritage - Wuyi Mountain, Starting point of Maritime Silk Road - Quanzhou City and Capital Beijing to help participants gain more comprehensive understanding of China after its reform and opening up and the hospitable Chinese people. With this training, the friendly communication among China and other developing countries is going to be strengthened and cooperation in marine fisheries may be able to extend.
